The Sensory Training and Education Program—S.T.E.P. is a specialized accelerated sensory integration therapy.
Through the simultaneous stimulation of the three main sensory systems—the Visual System, the Vestibular system

This is when people who have attention and focusing difficul-
ties have a problem -- paying attention to ordinary daily tasks.
